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Setting up Japanese for  
PC Windows 2000 Pro/ME/NT 
 
1. Go START > SETTINGS > CONTROL PANEL. 
 

 
 
2. Double click on the KEYBOARD icon. 

 
 
3. Click on the INPUT LOCALES  tab in the KEYBOARD PROPERTIES  dialog box. Click on the 
Language tab  if your system is Windows ME. 
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4. In the INPUT LOCALES panel, click on the ADD button. 

 
 
 
Note: If you don’t have the driver installed, you will be prompted to insert your CD with the operating 
system. You may be able to download the Japanese or Chinese IME from Microsoft and install it. 
 
5. Select Japanese in the INPUT LOCALE  drop-down list. 

 
 
6. Select Japanese Input System (MS-IME 2000). 
7. Click the OK button to close this dialog box. 
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8. Set a default keyboard input to English and enable the indicator on the Windows taskbar.   

  
 
9. Click Apply  
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10. Click on the OK button in the INPUT LOCALES panel to return to the DESKTOP. 
Note: If you don’t see the default language keyboard setting like “EN” at the Taskbar, you may need redo 
STEPS: 5-7 and click the Apply  button before pressing the OK button. 
 

  
 
11. Click on the Show Language Bar.    
 
12.  From Language bar icon EN change the input to change test input. 
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13.  Type in watakushi, and you get:
